The front door will be a wood grain look 
with etched glass insert with etched glass sidelight; the dining room window will have a 
white frame and mullions; the french doors and sidelights will look similar to the sliding glass 
doors.

Alfred & Elaine Taule. The door will have short panels with a walnut stain.

9. Presenting plans to install gutters on the clubhouse and carport at 181 Atlantis Boulevard, 

The  Carillon. This is an HOA project. The proposed gutters are white.
