Brown seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0. 
 
Plans were presented to replace the front door with etched glass at 564 South County Club Drive.  

William Boyd made a 
motion to approve the plans as long as the glass is clear or frosted.  If any color is being used, the 
plans would have to be reviewed.
