This item was continued from the 
December 10th meeting. The home is owned by Albert Gill. Mr. & Mrs. Gill were present. The amended 
plans are for two groupings of plants at the rear of the residence. Motion by John Everett, second by 
Richard Brown to approve the plans.

The home is owned 
by Geoffrey and Ann Howe. The windows are white aluminum with grey glass with mullions. The project 
has HOA approval.

The home is owned 
by John Corbett. The pool finish is a green speckle, the tile trim is green. Motion by Richard Brown, 
second by John Everett to approve the plans.
