Tom Lanahan called the meeting to order at 8:30 a.m. 
 
Motion by Richard Brown, second by Todd Leckrone to approve the minutes of the June 1, 2016 
meeting. Motion passed 3-0. There were no disclosures. 
 
 
Plans were presented to replace two doors and five windows at 324 Orange Tree Drive Unit 5A. 
The home is owned by Joseph & Irene Deriso, who have HOA approval. The windows have 
white frames. Motion by Richard Brown, second by Todd Leckrone to approve the plans as 
submitted. Motion carried 3-0. 
 
Plans were presented to replace five windows at 504 S. Country Club Drive. The home owned 
by Karen Miller. The windows have white frames; the house is yellow with white trim. Motion by 
Richard Brown, second by Todd Leckrone to approve the plans as submitted. Motion carried 3-
0. 
 
Plans were presented to install a generator at 413 Muirfield Drive. The home is owned by Seth 
Eber. Motion by Richard Brown to approve the plans with the condition that the generator is 
screened with scrubs a minimum of 4’ high. Second by Todd Leckrone. Motion carried 3-0. 
 
Plans were presented to install a generator at 100 Greenbrier Court. The home is owned by 
Paul Schwarzkopf. Motion by Richard Brown to approve the plans with the condition that the 
landscaping is extended on the west side of the generator. Second by Todd Leckrone. Motion 
carried 3-0. 
 
Plans were presented to add a patio at 523 Pine Tree Court. The home is owned by Pirkko 
Tiilikainen, who has HOA approval. The pavers are Grand Bahama red/brown mix. Motion by 
Richard Brown, second by Todd Leckrone to approve the plans as submitted. Motion carried 3-
0. 
  
Review of the revised elevation and sign package for the 7-11 at 5965 S. Congress Avenue. 
The revision reflects the signage, as approved by the Board of Adjustment, and the sign wall 
and dumpster enclosure. Motion by Richard Brown, second by Todd Leckrone to approve the 
sign wall, dumpster enclosure, and building elevations with signage.
