The Special
Magistrate ordered that a fine in the amount of two-thousand eight hundred dollars is assessed
at a daily amount of one hundred dollars per day for the period of honcompliance from August
25, 2015 until September 22, 2015. Administrative costs were assessed at ninety-seven dollars
and twenty-three cents. Respondent must appear at a Status Conference on October 27.

REPEAT VIOLATION HEARING Section 4-61 (a) (6) (b) of the Code of Ordinances of the City
of Atlantis: Property is below Minimum Property Standards. Vacant lot is overgrown.

Mr. Rice introduced the case file into evidence. Sergeant Mahoney testified to the facts of the
case. Respondent Gino Matrundola was present via telephone The Special Magistrate ordered
that the respondent continue to comply with section4-61(1)(6)(c)(e) (overgrown vacant lot) of the
City of Atlantis Code of Ordinances. A fine was assessed in the amount of three hundred dollars
at a daily amount of seventy-five dollars per day of violation for the period of September 12,
2015 until September 15, 2015. Administrative costs were assessed in the amount of ninety-one
dollars and forty-one cents.
