MINUTES

Mayor Kintz called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Present were: Mayor David Kintz, Vice Mayor Catherine Higgins, Mayor Pro Tem Aaron Rinker,
Councilmember Fred Furtado, Councilmember Ralph White, City Manager Mo Thornton, City Attorney
Trela White, City Clerk Kristen Puhalainen, Police Chief Robert Mangold, and Utilities Director Steve
Mazuk.

Motion by Vice Mayor Catherine Higgins, second by Mayor Pro Tem Rinker, to approve the minutes of the
Local Planning meeting and City Council meeting on June 17, 2015. Motion carried 5-0.

Senator Jeff Clemens reported on the 2015 legislative session.

Ms. White read Ordinance 437 by title, rezoning 5965 S. Congress Avenue from C1A to CG. Mayor Kintz
asked for public comments; there were none. Motion by Mayor Pro Tem Rinker, second by
Councilmember White to approve Ordinance 437 on second and final reading. Motion carried 5-0.

Ms. White read Resolution 15-10 by title, authorizing the Mayor to sign an agreement with Stormwater J
Engineering. Mayor Kintz asked for public comments; there were none. Motion by Councilmember
Furtado, second by Vice Mayor Higgins to approve Resolution 15-10. Motion carried 5-0.

Ms. White read Resolution 15-11 by title, authorizing the Mayor to sign an agreement with Securitas for
Gatehouse Security. Mayor Kintz asked for public comments; there were none. Motion by Mayor Pro Tem
Rinker, second by Councilmember White to approve Resolution 15-11. Motion carried 5-0.

Ms. White read Resolution 15-12 by title, authorizing the Mayor to sign an agreement with Holyfield and
Thomas for Audit Services. Mayor Kintz asked for public comments; there were none. Motion by
Councilmember Furtado, second by Vice Mayor Higgins to approve Resolution 15-12. Motion carried 5-0.

Ms. White read Resolution 15-13, authorizing the Mayor to sign an agreement with JFK Medical Center
for Emergency Room services. Mayor Kintz asked for public comments; there were none. Motion by
Mayor Pro Tem Rinker, second by Vice Mayor Higgins to approve Resolution 15-13. Motion carried 5-0.

In Miscellaneous Business, Ms. Thornton reported that the Council is required to set the FY 2015-2016
millage rate in July. She recommended the current rate of 7.9000. Motion by Vice Mayor Rinker, second
by Councilmember White to set the millage rate for FY 20156-2016 at 7.9000. Motion carried 5-0.

Ms. Thornton reported that the Council is required to set the date, time and place for the first budget
hearing and recommended September 10, 2015. Motion by Vice Mayor Higgins, second by Mayor Pro
Tem Rinker to schedule the first budget hearing for September 10, 2015 at 5:01 p.m. in the Council
Chambers. Motion carried 5-0.

Mayor Kintz asked for comments from the public. William Mitchell of 261 N. Country Club Drive asked
about the signs for Atlantis Pharmacy.

Ms. Thornton gave the League of Cities Report: The July meeting was this afternoon in Lantana; the
guest speaker was School Superintendent Robert Avossa. Also, the League supports a referendum for a
county-wide sales tax for road projects; Ms. Thornton sits on the ad hoc committee addressing the
initiative.
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Ms. Thornton gave the Treasurer's report: interfund transfers are necessary with regard to the new
stormwater utility, and a budget amendment will be hecessary later this year due to new revenue sources
and unexpected expenses. The general fund is doing well; the city has exceeded estimates in ad
valorum taxes. In the utility fund, revenues and expenses are as expected. The Troon lift station and
South Country Club road prOJects are out for bid; the deadline is July 27 The draft budget has been
distributed, and she would like to schedule a budget workshop on August 5

Ms. Thornton gave the Manager's Report: The Lake Worth Drainage District has begun dredging the L-15
canal. Letters were mailed to the property owners on the south side of the canal explaining the tree
clearing project to begin August 3“. She distributed copies of a small claims lawsuit filed by a resident.
Chief Mangold gave the crime report for June. He read a letter of commendation for Officer Velez.

Ms. White gave City Attorney report: Corbett and White attorney Jack Rice has filed a Notice of
Appearance in the small claims case, and will file a Motion to Dismiss shortly.

I\/Ia'yor Kintz asked for comments from Council:
Councilmember Furtado had no comments.
Councilmember White had no comments.

Mayor Pro Tem Rinker commended J. Shelhamer on the improvements in the landscaping at the west
entrance.

Vice Mayor Higgins complimented the landscaping and lighting at the west entrance, and is looking
forward to the installation of a new gate.

Mayor Kintz had no comments.
