Dear Residents:

As we complete another fiscal year
in Atlantis, your city staff and council have
been busy putting together a budget for
2010-2011. The result is a proposed budget
that sets ad valorem taxes at “roll-back” for
the coming year. This means that the pro-
posed total taxes are projected to be the
same as they were last year. Review and
possible changes will be made between now
and September when the final rate must be
set. This rate can be lower but not higher.
Every expense and revenue item has been
carefully studied. Expenses are at what we
believe are the absolute minimum without
cutting services. There are currently no per-
sonnel reductions being considered. Admin-
istrative cuts were made last year and pro-
tective services are at a minimum to provide
our expected levels of service. No raiding of
our emergency funds is proposed, and fee
for service accounts are not part of the pro-
posal. If things progress at a normal pace,
we should be okay. Just like many of our
citizens, we are living on a fixed income for
the third year in a row.

Since our July council meeting, sev-
eral people have asked me about the mil-
lage rate of Atlantis compared to other cities.
Rates are established by individual cities
based on their own internal policies. What
may be a fee for service in one city could be
part of ad valorem taxes in another. Cities
that have County Fire Rescue contracts do
not include this in their published rate.
County Fire Rescue rates are a separate
line item on tax statements, currently 2.45
mills. Since we contract with the City of
Greenacres for Fire Rescue that cost is re-
flected in the overall city tax rate.

THE MAYOR’S CORNER

We are beginning a new outreach
program for our homebound citizens.
Please see additional information under the
chiefs comments. There are currently citi-
zens who have full or part time help coming
into their homes regularly for assistance.
We are attempting to learn who these resi-
dents are and are offering a friendly check
on by our police department. Just as we can
call and put our homes on a dark house list
when we are away, homes can be placed on
an outreach list when someone becomes
homebound. | feel that the more our emer-
gency personnel know about our residents,
the better they can provide the highest levels
of service. Since many of the caregivers are
not residents, we want to be sure that they
are familiar with emergency services and
procedures. It is hoped that this can be a
positive program for all.

Of course residents on the north
side of our city know that the clearing of the
vegetation in the Lake Worth Drainage Dis-
trict property has begun. Despite numerous
attempts at reducing the impact of this clear-
ing, the project will go on with only a few
exceptions that will allow the golf course to
use designated easements. Time will allow
us to see what the final effect will be.

Thanks to all for the very positive
and encouraging comments about our finan-
cial situation. No one wants to cut services,
and we appreciate your encouragement and
offers of supporting increases to maintain
current levels. Again, it is proven that a
great community consists of even greater
citizens.

Happy summer to all. School will begin in another couple of weeks so | hope everyone was able to
relax and take some time to enjoy life. We have been busy on a number of fronts. The Congress Avenue
widening project got underway this month. The most recent information indicates that the night work will con-
tinue for the next couple of weeks while they establish a temporary lane northbound from Lantana Road to
the bridge. Once that work is complete, the storm drain work will commence on the east side. This will likely
be daytime work. The contractor will be working on the northbound lanes first. Work on the southbound lanes
is not expected to begin for six to eight months. Two lanes of traffic will be maintained in each direction
throughout the construction period of approximately 16 months. However, this area will be an active con-
struction zone for the coming months. Use caution when travelling through the area or use Military Trail as an
alternate route.

The work has also started on the L-14 Canal, Lake Worth Drainage District right-of-way project to
clear the trees. The LWDD Board voted at their July 14, 2010 meeting to authorize this project to commence.
The LWDD staff, the Atlantis Country Club and the City will be working together to repair the areas as quickly
as possible to minimize the long term impacts to the area. If you have specific concerns please bring them to
my attention.

The next meeting for the Fall Festival will be Thursday, August 19™ at 9:00 am. We have an active
committee working on the Festival. We have also had a great response from potential Green Market ven-
dors.
