I am happy to report that the Atlantis 
Police Department has made arrests 
in the recent Atlantis burglaries as a 
result of the constant communica-
tions and diligent investigations 
among the Palm Beach County  
Sheriff’s Office, the Boynton Beach 
Police Department and the Palm 
Springs Police Department. In the 
wake of the activity, Chief Mangold, 
Mo Thorton and I met with Sheriff Ric 
Bradshaw and Colonel James  
Stormes of the Palm Beach County 
Sheriff’s Office to discuss criminal  
activity surrounding our city. Through 
the approval of your city council, we 
now have a Mutual Understanding 
Agreement between PBSO and our 
city police officers, which allows us to 
form a Special Task Force responsi-
ble for handling specific criminal  
activity or mischief surrounding our 
perimeters, which ordinarily are out-
side of our jurisdiction. In addition, we 
were able to arrange for one of our 
officers to serve on the special task 
force, which was working the gang 
responsible for the activity within  
Atlantis.  
 
 

At the last council meeting we voted 
and approved the 2014-2015 year 
budget. We have several projects 
that will begin shortly with the new 
fiscal year beginning October 1. The 
council also contracted a new firm to 
handle our gatehouse security  
services — Securitas Security  
Services USA. I look forward to a 
higher level of service beginning  
October 1. 
 
Soon our friends and neighbors will 
begin returning from the North to our 
great city. I look forward to seeing 
them soon.

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Manager's Notes October 2014. 
 
Happy New Year!  That sounds wrong for October 1, but that is when our fiscal year begins.  We worked 
through the summer crunching the numbers for the Fiscal 2015 budget, which was passed by the City Council 
at their last meeting.  The millage rate remains the same at 7.90.  The overall value of Atlantis increased less 
than 3%.  Depending on how the value of your home was measured by the Property Appraiser, and whether 
you have homestead exemption, the Atlantis portion of your tax bill likely went up slightly.  Your Atlantis Ad 
Valorem tax is only a portion of the tax bill you will receive later this year from the county.  Our tax levy pays 
for your police department, fire and rescue services from the City of Greenacres, garbage collection and the 
service and maintenance provided by the city employees.  Our fire contract increases by 4% each year.  Your 
city tax is still a good value for the high level of service provided. 
 
Galaxy Aviation is the new Fixed Base Operator at the Lantana Airport.  I recently met the new management 
team.  They plan to make improvements at the airport in conjunction with the County Department of Airports 
Master Plan that has been developed for the airport.  Bruce Pelly, the Director of Airports, has assured me 
that no changes will be made to the use or types of aircraft allowed at the airport.  They will not be extending 
the runways to accommodate larger aircraft.   The construction you may see will be to build new hangers and 
make improvements to the old ones.  Many of those buildings are old and in need of renovation.  Galaxy 
Aviation will host an open house on Friday October 24 from 5:00 pm to 7:30 pm.  If you wish to attend please 
call our office to RSVP by October 17.

The City of Atlantis Final Budget Hearing was held on 

September 17th at 7 p.m. After a brief discussion 

Resolution 14-21 passed 4-0. This Resolution adopts 

the final millage rate of 7.9000 for 2014-15. 

 Resolution 14-22 also passed 4-0. This Reso-

lution adopts the budget for Fiscal Year 2014-15. 

 Immediately following the second and final 

budget hearing, the City of Atlantis council meeting 

was held. 

 A public hearing was held for Mr. Rodney Tay-

lor of Vero Beach regarding delinquent water charges 

for 3078 Prince Dr., Lake Worth. Mr. Taylor owns the 

property and has not paid his water bills for many 

years. After hearing what he had to say, Council ap-

proved 4-0 Resolution 14-23, which places a lien of 

$290.42 on 3076-3078 Prince Dr. for unpaid water 

service. 

 Resolution 14-24, authorizing the Mayor to 

sign an agreement with Securitas Security Services 

USA for gatehouse security services, received an ap-

proval vote of 4-0. This is North America’s largest se-

curity company. Council expects the new company to 

open and close our gates properly and follow the 

proper protocol. 

They also must have a respectful relationship with our 

police force. We wish them the best. 

 Passing 4-0, Resolution 14-27 authorizes our 

Chief of Police to sign a Mutual Aid Agreement with 

the Palm Beach Sheriff’s Office. Our police depart-

ment and the sheriff’s office will be working together 

north of the L-14 canal on Friday and Saturday nights 

to help enforce the law and keep the peace. 

 In miscellaneous business, there was another 

discussion on City perimeter walls and fences. 

 Resolution 14-19, authorizing the Mayor to 

sign an agreement with J. Rawn Enterprises for clear-

ing and filling along Congress Avenue from the main 

entrance south to the Shoppes of Atlantis property, 

passed 3-1. 

 Also passing 3-1, Resolution 14-25 authorizes 

the Mayor to sign an agreement with Bulldog Fence 

for an 8-foot chain link fence along Congress Avenue. 

 Resolution 14-26, authorizing the Mayor to 

sign an agreement with Green Construction Tech-

nologies for irrigation along Congress Avenue also 

passed 3-1.
