Case No. 14-92 Gino Martundola   5800-5900 S. Military Trail   

 
VIOLATION: Lot is overgrown Section 4-61 (a) (6) (c) (e) of the Code of Ordinances of the City 
of Atlantis. 

 
Sergeant Mahoney testified to the facts in the case. The respondent participated via 

telephone.  It is the Order of the Special Magistrate that Respondents shall continue to comply 
with Sections 4-61(a)(6)(c)(e) (Property is below Minimum Property Standards) of the Code of 
Ordinances of the City of Atlantis.  Further, a fine is hereby assessed for this repeat violation in 
the amount of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00) at a daily amount of One Hundred Dollars 
($100.00) per day beginning September 4, 2014 and continuing until September 9, 2014 for a 
period of five (5) days.  In addition, Respondent is hereby assessed the City’s administrative 
costs in the amount of $89.71.  
 
 
Case No. 14-93 Jerome Vincente, MD et al.  115 JFK Drive 
 
VIOLATION: Dead landscaping needs to be removed Section 4-61 (a) (6) (a) (b) (c) (d) or (e) of 
the Code of Ordinances of the City of Atlantis. 
 
 Seargeant Mahoney testified to the facts in the case. Dr. Jerome Vincente was present.  
It is the Order of the Special Magistrate that Respondents shall immediately comply with 
Sections 4-61(a)(b)(c)(d)(e) (Property is below Minimum Property Standards) of the Code of 
Ordinances of the City of Atlantis.  Further, a fine is hereby assessed for this repeat violation in 
the amount of Two Thousand, Nine Hundred Dollars ($2,900.00) at a daily amount of One 
Hundred Dollars ($100.00) per day beginning August 25, 2014 through September 23, 2014, 
and continuing to accrue at the daily rate of One Hundred Dollars ($100.00) per day until 
compliance is achieved.    In addition, Respondents are hereby assessed the City’s 
administrative costs in the amount of $95.82.
