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Dear Residents, 

The budget work for this next year is 
now complete and I am extremely 
proud of the hard work exerted by the 
city staff and your elected city council 
members. As I have been mentioning 
in prior issues of our newsletter,          
developing a workable budget this 
year has been more than a challenge. 
With the passing of Amendment 1, the 
devaluation of real estate prices, and 
the current financial crisis, many         
municipalities find themselves drasti-
cally cutting services and even yield-
ing control of some municipal depart-
ments to Palm Beach County. 

Here in Atlantis we are fortunate that 
many years of prudent spending and 
fiscally sound budgetary preparation 
allowed us to maneuver through this 
process while decreasing taxes, yet 
maintaining the integrity of the critical 
services that you demand for your tax 
dollar. Now, a rosy picture is not what 
I intend to paint here. Although suc-
cessfully delivering a sound budget, 
the process did not leave us un-
scathed. The truth is that the recent 
real estate market decline caused  
Atlantis taxable values to plummet 
over thirty three million dollars com-
pared to the previous year, the effects 
of Amendment 1 reduced revenues by 
over one hundred thousand dollars, 
and our overall tax revenue de-
creased by five percent. The result 
has been a further tightening of our 
belts in all operational areas, as well 
as the postponement of non-critical 
capital projects. 

Compared to most other municipali-
ties we have been well prepared; yet 
the coming months and the upcoming 
Presidential election will provide 
greater clarity as to how we need to 
position ourselves to best endure the 
economic difficulties facing us. As a 
municipality, we cannot ignore the  
realities of the hardships faced by our 
residents. Whether year round, or 
seasonal residents, times are not 
easy, but it is through our ongoing 
hard work and undying commitment to 
best serve you that we do our part to 
try make these difficult times more 
tolerable. 

I know that the somber tone to this 
message is not what I normally try to 
convey but make no mistake that I 
remain certain that we will overcome 
the adversities facing us.  

Now, more than ever, I remind you 
that your attendance at the monthly 
city council meetings is invaluable. As 
a reminder, these meeting are held on 
the third Wednesday of every month 
at 7:30 pm in the council chambers. 
Therefore, our next meeting is        
October 15.  

I look forward to seeing you there.

With our national election coming up next month, 
you‘ll see some familiar faces when you go to the 
polls…many of the volunteers who verify your voter 
registration, hand you your ballot, direct you to the 
machines, and give you an  ―I voted‖ sticker have 
been doing this for years! 

 
Maxine Edwards is the Clerk,  and is responsible for 
overall operations, including transporting the marked 
ballots and memory cartridges to a central election 
center.  Beginning her service to the City more than 
30 years ago as an elections inspector, Maxine be-
came the Clerk in 1980.  She grew up in Ohio and 
went to college in Orlando.  She and her now de-
ceased husband raised 3 children; Maxine has been a 
real estate agent for 28 years, the last 11 of them with 
Atlantis Realty.  When she‘s not working, she enjoys 
playing bridge, decorating and gardening. 
 
Pat Clerici is one of our volunteers with the longest 
track record—40 years!  The City of Atlantis became 
a separate precinct in 1968, and she was one of the 
first to step up to help on election day.  Pat grew up in 
Lake Worth and became a nurse, working for private 
physicians and at JFK Hospital.

We now have 1500-
1600 registered voters and have gone from using 
pencils and paper, to pulling levers behind closed cur-
tains, then to ―touch screens‖ and now to a system of 
paper ballots, optical scanners and memory car-
tridges.  (That sounds like a high-tech paper, pencil 
and shoebox system!)

THE Second Budget Hearing was called to order on 

September 17, 2008 at 7:00pm 

After a long discussion, the adoption of the final mil-

lage rate for 2008-2009 (Resolution No. 08-23) 

passed 4-1. The millage rate of 6.0500 went up, but 

our taxes will go down due to the current real estate 

market.  

Resolution No. 08-24—Adopting the Budget for 2008-

2009 also passed 4-1. 

As explained by Treasurer Michael Dahlgren, our 

budget is not one of desperation due to the fact that 

Atlantis has the experience of good and prudent 

budgeting over the years. Everything should work out 

fine, as usual, as Atlantis is accustomed to a            

conservative budget. 

 

The Council meeting immediately followed. 

Resolution No. 08-25—Authorizing the Mayor to sign 

a Certain Agreement with JFK Medical Center for 

Emergency Room Security, passed 5-0. The agree-

ment contains a 30-Day Termination Clause if this 

becomes not in our best interest.  

Resolution 08-26—Adopted an Updated Comprehen-

sive Fee Schedule for city charges, and passed 5-0. 

A Proclamation designating September 17-23 as  

Constitution Week was signed by the Mayor. 

Howard Coates who is running for State House Dis-

trict 85 Seat briefly addressed council and the public. 

If elected, he would be replacing Shelley Vana.

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Election Day Poll Workers (Concluded) 
 
Pat is proud that we have always had a high voter 
turnout, somewhere between 60-75%, a participation 
level that is much higher than in other precincts.  She 
attributes that in part to the fact that it‘s pretty easy to 
vote in Atlantis—the polling center in Council Cham-
bers is easy to get to, and residents seem to enjoy 
seeing one another at the polls. 
 
What kind of training do you need to work as an 
election inspector or clerk? 
All poll workers must attend 3 or 4 hours of classes at 
Palm Beach County Election Center before every 
election, whether it‘s a primary or general election, 
Carolyn said.  And as Clerk, Maxine attends an all-
day session.  Election officials review all the proce-
dures that poll workers must follow, including how to 
work with voters who need assistance.  (Note:  Those 
who need assistance from a spouse or friends must 
fill out an affidavit ahead of time; without this affidavit, 
a poll worker of a different political party can help 
them.)  This year, the new voting system was a key 
topic at the training sessions:  poll workers received 
training in mid-July (before the August election) and 
again in late September.  
 
What does a typical Election Day look like for 
you?  ―The process actually begins earlier,‖ Maxine 
explained.  ―The County‘s Election Center delivers the 
machines a couple of days ahead of time, and on 
Monday, I pick up the ‗Clerk‘s Bag,‘ with the ballots, 
paperwork and equipment needed to verify registra-
tion and carry out the voting process.  
 
―Then on Tuesday, we start setting up at 6:00 in the 
morning.  There‘s quite a bit of paperwork to com-
plete, and we sign payroll sheets and post “No cell 
phones” and “No smoking‖ signs.  When the polls 
open at 7:00, the deputy clerk sits near the front door 
to remind voters to take out their photo ID and to 
make sure there‘s no lobbying going on.‖ 
 
Phyllis continued, ―Voters check in with a poll worker 
to verify their registration.  We need a government-
issued photo ID (a Costo or Sam‘s card isn‘t good 
enough!), and we have to ask everyone to confirm 
their address, even if we know where they live.  If 
there‘s a question about whether someone is eligible 
to vote, the precinct advisor investigates.  Once we‘ve 
confirmed that someone is properly registered, we 
hand them a ballot. Voters mark their ballots and in-
sert them into the optical scanner, then exit the polling 
place after getting their ―I voted‖ sticker.‖  
 
 

 
 
Dottie added, ―We take turns eating lunch and taking 
bathroom breaks.  We can‘t leave the building until 
the polls close and we‘ve taken the machines down.  
The City employees are very helpful and make sure 
we have coffee throughout the day.‖ 
 
―When the polls close at 7:00 pm,‖ Maxine said,‖ I  
remove the cartridges from the optical scanners and 
take them and the paper ballots to a collection center 
in Boynton Beach.  Another poll worker, who must be 
registered in a different political party than I am, 
comes with me.‖   
 
How about the not-so-typical election of 2000?  
Beverly and Pat said that there were no real problems 
in Atlantis, but Palm Beach County‘s Supervisor of 
Elections ordered that all polls remain open until          
9:00 pm.  ―So we didn‘t get any dinner, just left over 
muffins!  We had a very long day: from 6 am until 
9pm, and then we had to disassemble the equipment 
and put Council Chambers back in order—we like to 
leave it as we found it.‖ 
 
Why do you volunteer as a poll worker? 
Answers from everybody in the conversation were 
similar—they love living in our city and see their ser-
vice to its residents as a civic duty.  Those who have 
been election workers for many years have seen    
several generations of Atlantis residents come to the 
polls—that‘s very special, they say.  They love the 
camaraderie, fun and social aspects of the day!   
 
Do you have any messages for our residents be-
fore they vote next month? 
 

First of all, please vote! 
Bring your photo ID—your driver‘s license is 
perfect! 
Be informed and objective; vote your con-
science. 
We‘re here to assist you as much as we can; 
but reading the information you will receive in 
the mail about how to vote with the new ballots 
and machines ahead of time would be helpful. 

 
So, many thanks to all our volunteers.  Give them a 
special hello on November 4th —they‘d be happy if 
you brought them some snacks, too!

The City Council and the Architectural Review Committee met at a Workshop on Wednesday,  

September 3, 2008, to discuss various items of concern.    

By consensus, the two bodies agreed that as a roof is an exterior alteration, it should  appropriately 

come before the Architectural Review Committee for review. 

The Architectural Review Committee meets each  Wednesday at 8:30am in City Hall. All applica-

tions for permits for exterior alterations, including roofs, received by the close of business on         

Monday each week will be considered that Wednesday. Incomplete applications may be              

delayed.  We need a photo of the house and a sample roof tile, either by brochure or the tile itself. 

Please make your contractor aware of this requirement.

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LOCAL VOTERS MAKING LOCAL DECISIONS …  On the November         

ballot in addition to the race for president and other local races, the Palm Beach County ballot contains a        

proposed charter amendment. This November County question will ensure that an individual town or city‘s 

residents will set their local standards. It is an additional voting right that municipal votes already have in other 

parts of the state. 

The Charter is the ―Constitution‖ of the County and is currently amended only through countywide vote. The 

County Question will require that any changes in a city‘s powers, functions, services or authority ALSO be 

approved by that city‘s voters. It doesn't take anything away from those who live in unincorporated parts of 

Palm Beach.  It simply expands some voting rights and increases local decision making. 

BALLOT TITLE 

REQUIRE BOTH COUNTY AND MUNICIPAL APPROVAL OF CHARTER AMENDMENTS                                  

AFFECTING MUNICIPAL POWER OR FUNCTION 

BALLOT LANGUAGE 

Shall the Palm Beach County Charter be amended to have charter amendments                         

that are approved by a majority of Palm Beach County voters take effect in a municipality 

only if the amendment is also approved by a majority of voters in that municipality,                 

when the proposed amendment transfers or limits a municipal service, function,                      

power or authority?

What changes if this passes?  Voters countywide would no longer be able to change city rules without the 

approval of that city‘s voters. Local communities would have greater say in their local decision making. This 

amendment protects residents against changes to their city services or regulatory authority against their 

wishes. 

How would this affect individual cities? This change would allow voters to set unique community stan-

dards that protect the ―personality‖ of their community. Examples of community standards include sign ordi-

nances, green space, public safety standards and building appearance rules. 

What about unincorporated voters? Nothing changes for them. Charter Changes affecting rules in               

unincorporated parts of the county would still be decided by countywide vote. 

Does it make cities more powerful?  No. This change doesn‘t give any additional power to City Hall. It 

doesn't give any additional power to City Commissions or Councils either. It‘s simply an additional voting         

right for the people. It allows city residents to have a greater say in their community‘s standards. 

How would the elections work? First—remember that this only affects Charter changes that alter municipal 

power and it doesn‘t involve any extra elections.  It‘s simple, everyone goes to the polls and we count the 

votes countywide. If the changes passes countywide, we count the same votes but this time we do it within 

each municipality. The altered powers are adopted everywhere the voters agreed to them.  

What will it cost?  Nothing. It doesn‘t involve any  extra levels of government or any extra costs. 

Your City Council has supported this initiative by Resolution. We hope you will support this charter amend-

ment by voting YES on November 4th. For more information, visit letusvote.info. 
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The Fig Whitefly 

This new pest is now present in Atlantis.  The Fig whitefly, Singhiella simplex, is a very small winged insect.  

These insects typically feed on the undersides of leaves with their ―needle-like‖ mouthparts.  The fig whitefly 

can seriously injure host plants by sucking juices from them causing wilting, yellowing, stunting, leaf drop and 

even death. 

Although the fig whitefly feeds on several species of the Ficus family, they are perhaps of most concern for 

their infestation of Ficus benjamina, the very common hedge and large tree seen all over the city. 

Finding the presence of this insect can prove quite difficult.  Several publications have suggested that disturb-

ing the foliage will result in causing the fly, a tiny gnat like white insect, to appear.  I must admit that I have not 

personally been very successful in detecting the whiteflies this way.  What we normally see are spots on the 

undersides of the Ficus leaves.  These are normally the remains (skin) of the pupae after the adult has 

emerged. 

What we normally see is a thinning of the hedge.  The leaves have thinned out so that the stems of the plant 

are visible.  I have noted that the leaves surrounding the barren area are generally cupped, brittle, and have 

the tell-tail spots on the bottom.  A look at the ground usually exhibits an abnormally large amount of leaves.  

These may still be green, but quite dry upon closer examination.  It is too late to control the insect by spraying 

these areas.  Control must either be before initial infestations or by systemic chemicals applied to the soil 

around the target plants.  Once the leaves are gone, so is the pest.  Remember that if your ficus is attacked, 

cut back on the water.  Leaves require large amounts but barren plants can quickly become subject to root 

problems from excess water 

Recommendations for whitefly prevention and control on ficus leaves consist of applying soaps or plant oils to 

disrupt egg and pupa development.  These treatments must cover the bottom of the leaves and be repeated 

on a 7 to 10 day schedule.  Be careful applying oils when the temperature is over 80 on a sunny day.  The 

foliage can be burned. 

Landscape control and prevention is best accomplished by treating the soil around the plants.  I can find only 

two products that are available for these applications.  They are Spectricede Systemic Tree & Shrub Insect 

Control + Fertilizer and Bayer Advanced Tree & Shrub Insect Control.  Watch for prohibitions about use 

around water!  As the names say, these are systemic products.  Read the labels carefully and apply only as 

recommended. 

It may be to ones advantage to have a commercial applicator treat your Ficus before any whiteflies are de-

tected.  They have access to chemicals that reportedly can offer protection for up to 4 months.  Remember 

this is probably not your lawn maintenance person.  He is not normally commercially licensed.  Unless he 

contacts someone else, he will probably apply the same chemicals you can yourself. 

There is hope that beneficial insects can be detected and introduced to help control fig whiteflies.   The Uni-

versity of Florida has reported natural enemies attacking these whiteflies.  Of course if these are to be ulti-

mately successful, the use of chemicals will have to be curtailed. 

Right now we are watching and hoping that somehow the impact in the city will be minimal.  Unfortunately this 

is not proving realistic in areas where infestations have occurred to date.  I am sure more information will be 

forthcoming in the newspapers and at your garden centers. 

Since the city cannot legislate mandatory control measures, some people will be proactive, some will be reac-

tive, and some will just wait and see.  How all this works out is to be determined.  Good luck whichever 

method you employ.
